From London, M2, Junction 1 and from Dover, M2, Junction 4
Follow the A289 to the Medway Tunnel. At the tunnel, follow signs to Chatham
Maritime, avoiding the visitors entrance, following Dock Road (A231) see map.

From Maidstone, Junction 3 of the M2 and the M20

Follow A229/A230 for Chatham town centre and tourist signs for Historic
Dockyard and Chatham Maritime, avoiding the visitors entrance, following
Dock Road (A231) see map.

The entrance to the Historic Dockyard is through a manned barrier. You will
be directed to parking on the helipad on arrival. Follow the road round into
dockyard, Furley Page office is in the Clocktower Building opposite
